Stableford Individual to a Medal Play mode. The players left us Prof of their skill, 
endless anecdotes and enjoyed a fierce day which was followed by a Paella and a 
tradicional barbecue and an awards ceremony. 
 
The winners of each category took home in addition to the Canarian Federation 
of Golf Trophy, a return ticket for two people to any destination in Mainland 
Spain and the Balearic island, courtesy of Tu Billete.com and Air Europa. The 
second classified, courtesy of Amarilla Golf, 2 greenfees for 18holes to play on the 
course and 1 buggy and the second won 1 greenfee.. The other participants could 
also win a prize in the raffle.

In the second category, the Captain and Vicecaptain of the Amarilla Golf staged a 
strugle for the prize in which he higlighted the good time going thorugh both com-
petitive and high level of play. In the end, Ian Pilling (Hcp. 9.5) ,our current cap-
tain, who took the win with 66 strokes, while Michael Baker with 70 strokes, had 
to settle for a very worthy second place. 
 
The third category surprised us with their winners: First place corresponded to 
Norberto Garcia Hernandez ( Hcp.21, 1) leading the competition in just over a 
year and was able to complete a superb round that led him to win with no less 
than 62 strokes!

19.4). It may be recalled that Sebastián, a ju-
nior of 12 years, manager to impress and in 
December last year getting a Hole in One on 
the 2nd hole in Amarilla Golf with what 
seems to be confirming that he has already 
caught “the pulse” of the course.
