On December 1st and 2nd 2009 we celebrated the Ist International Mar y Sol Open 
2009 at Amarilla Golf & Country Club (Tenerife). This inaugural event, organized by 
the Mar y Sol Hotel was hailed as a massive success. The principal aim of this 
tournament was and is to promote golf as an ideal sport option for the disabled, 
providing the benefits of physical exercise, therapy and social integration with 
able-bodied golfers. 
 
 

The members of Amarilla Golf Club signed up for this 
inaugural integration project in Tenerife and 

competed with disabled players from Germany, 
Great Britain, Sweden, Denmark, Switzerland, 
Austria, the Netherlands and of course Spain. 
People with various disabilities were represented, 

including hemiplegics, the blind, amputees and 
paraplegics, among others. Among the participants 

there were notably 4 members of the German 
National Team of Disabled Golf Players. 



 
 

The tournament was played under the Stableford system with three handicap 
categories. In an especially friendly atmosphere all participants enjoyed two 

wonderful days of golf. For many of the attendees it was the first time that they 

had competed with disabled golfers and they were delighted by the opportunity
